3. Light Breed / Gaited Horse Halter—(Morgan, Arab, Saddlebred, Paso, TN Walker, etc) Not Eligible for Class 4 
4. Stock Type / Draft Horse Halter - (Quarter horse, Appaloosa, Paint, Belgium, etc. )  Not Eligible for Class 3 
5. Color Breed Horse/Pony Halter (visually recognizable Appy, Palomino, Paint, Pinto, etc.) 
6. Youth Showmanship - 18 & Under 
7. Adult Showmanship—19 & Older 
8. Leadline Equitation (8 yrs & under led by 14 yrs & older) only eligible for other PeeWee classes.
